






Opposes a national health insurance mandate.
Wants to strengthen the individual health insurance market by
giving a $2,500 direct refundable tax credit to individuals and
$5,000 to families to offset the cost of insurance. Tax incentives
for employer-sponsored health coverage would be eliminated.
Would make available Subsidized Guaranteed Access Plans to
those with preexisting conditions and others who have trouble find-
ing coverage in the individual market.

Supports broad adoption of health information technology and
expansion of Health Savings Accounts.
Supports association health plans, which would allow small busi-
nesses to band together across state lines to purchase health
insurance.
Calls for safe reimportation of drugs and faster introduction of
generic drugs.
Supports medical liability reform.

Supports a carbon emissions cap-and-trade system with a goal
of reducing emissions 60% below 1990 levels by 2050.
Supports lifting the ban on offshore drilling.
Opposes drilling in the Arctic National Wildlife Refuge.
Would commit $2 billion annually to advance clean coal tech-
nologies.
Would offer a $300 million prize for producing battery technology
for full commercial development of plug-in hybrid and fully elec-
tric automobiles.
Would raise penalties that automakers pay for violating fuel econ-
omy standards.

Calls on automakers to make a more rapid and complete switch
to flex-fuel vehicles.
Supports a one-time suspension of the 18.4% federal gas tax.
Would offer a $5,000 tax credit for the purchase of a 
zero-emissions car.
Proposes a goal to build 45 new nuclear power plants by 2030
and supports a nuclear waste storage site at Yucca Mountain
in Nevada.
Proposes tax credits to encourage the market for alternative fuels
such as wind, hydro, and solar power.

Co-authored with Sen. Kennedy (D-MA) legislation creating a
pathway to citizenship for undocumented workers, a temporary
guest worker program, and a new electronic employment verifica-
tion system with tougher penalties for employers that knowingly
hire unauthorized workers.
Supports securing the nation’s borders first and requiring gover-
nors of border states to certify that their borders are 

secure before addressing other areas of comprehensive immigra-
tion reform.
Voted to authorize construction of a 700-mile fence along the
U.S.-Mexico border.

Voted against card check legislation, which would allow unions to
organize workers by having them sign a card in the presence of
labor officials, instead of voting by private ballot.
Supported the invalidation of the Clinton-era ergonomics regulation.

Would make the 2001 and 2003 tax cuts permanent for 
all households.
Would cut the corporate tax rate from 35% to 25%.
Would raise the federal death tax exemption to $5 million 
($10 million for married couples) and cut the rate to 15%.
Supports maintaining a 15% tax on capital gains and 
dividend income.
Wants to establish a permanent tax credit for research 
and development.
Wants to phase out the alternative minimum tax (AMT) complete-
ly.

Would keep the top income tax rate at 35%.
Proposes to raise the personal exemption for each dependent
from $3,500 to $7,000.
Would allow first-year deduction, or “expensing,” of equipment
and technology investments.
Would allow taxpayers to choose between the current tax system
or a less complicated one with two tax rates and a generous
standard deduction.
Would seek a permanent ban on Internet taxes.

Supports pending free trade agreements with Colombia, Panama, and South Korea.
Voted for and continues to support NAFTA.

Supports a carbon emissions cap-and-trade system with a goal
of reducing emissions 80% below 1990 levels by 2050.
Supports lifting the ban on offshore drilling only as part of a
compromise energy policy.
Opposes drilling in the Arctic National Wildlife Refuge.
Would tap the Strategic Oil Reserve to cut gasoline prices.
Backs a windfall profits tax on oil companies.
Proposes giving American families an immediate $1,000 emer-
gency energy rebate.
Proposes spending $150 billion over 10 years to spur private
efforts to develop renewable energy sources.

Would create public-private partnerships to develop five 
“first-of-a-kind”commercial scale coal-fired plants with clean car-
bon capture and sequestration technology.
Would double fleet-wide fuel economy standards by 2028 and
provide $4 billion in credits and loans to domestic automakers to
help reach those standards.
Would require 10% of electricity to come from renewable sources
by 2012 and 25% by 2025.
Opposes a suspension of the federal gas tax.
Wants to put 1 million plug-in hybrids on the road by 2015 
and create a new $7,000 tax credit for the purchase of 
clean-fuel vehicles.
Opposes storing nuclear waste at Yucca Mountain in Nevada.

Would create a new public health insurance program for individu-
als who do not have employer-provided health care and who do
not qualify for other existing federal programs. Existing federal
health insurance programs would be expanded.
Would mandate health insurance coverage for people up to age 25.
Would require large employers that do not provide health coverage
for employees to pay into the national health insurance program.
Would provide some small businesses with a refundable tax cred-
it of up to 50% on what they spend on employee health insur-
ance premiums.

Would create a national health insurance exchange to help more
people find private insurance plans. These plans would have to
meet a number of requirements to participate in the exchange.
Supports broad adoption of health information technology.
Supports safe reimportation of drugs from developed nations and
would prohibit efforts to keep generics out of the market. Would
allow the government to set Medicare drug prices.
Supports insurance coverage for serious mental illnesses on the
same terms and conditions as other illnesses.

Co-authored an amendment to the McCain/Kennedy immigration
bill that would have created a new electronic employment eligibil-
ity verification system and tougher penalties for employers that
knowingly hire unauthorized workers.
Supports creating a pathway to citizenship for undocumented
workers and a temporary guest worker program.

Voted to authorize construction of a 700-mile fence along the
U.S.-Mexico border.

Co-sponsored card check legislation, which would allow unions to
organize workers by having them sign a card in the presence of
union officials, instead of voting by private ballot.
Would expand the Family and Medical Leave Act to apply to busi-
nesses with 25 or more employees. Would also expand the scope
of the law to allow workers to take leave for elder care needs and

to address domestic violence as well as let parents take up to
24 hours of leave each year to participate in their children’s aca-
demic activities.
Would encourage states to pass mandated paid sick leave.
Proposes to raise the minimum wage and index it to inflation.

Would repeal the 2001 and 2003 tax cuts for those making
more than $250,000 a year.
Would repeal tax breaks and loopholes for companies that retain
their earnings overseas and use those funds to lower the corpo-
rate tax rate on companies that expand or start operations in the
United States.
Would provide a tax credit of up to $500 per person or $1,000
for working families.
Would eliminate taxes for seniors making less than $50,000 per year.
Would freeze the federal death tax exemption at $3.5 million 
($7 million for married couples) and maintain a top tax rate of 45%.
Proposes to increase taxes on capital gains and dividend income
to 20% for individuals and families making more than $200,000
and $250,000 per year, respectively.

Would triple the Earned Income Tax Credit for minimum wage
workers.
Would adjust, but not phase out, the alternative minimum tax
(AMT).
Wants to establish a permanent tax credit for research and devel-
opment.
Would raise the top two income tax rates from 33% and 35% to
36% and 39.6%, respectively.
Would impose an unspecified Social Security payroll tax on earn-
ings above $250,000 beginning in 10 years. (Currently, earnings
of up to $102,000 are subject to payroll taxes.)
Would eliminate all capital gains taxes on start-up and small
businesses.

Opposes pending free trade agreements with Colombia, Panama, and South Korea.
Would reopen NAFTA to amend labor and environmental provisions.
Calls for more environmental and labor standards in trade agreements.

Supports extending and strengthening No Child Left Behind.
Would raise standards for Head Start teachers.
Has a plan to recruit, prepare, retain, and reward teachers that
includes performance bonuses.
Supports greater school choice, including the option of private
and charter schools.

Supports giving principals more control over spending.
Supports simplifying higher education tax benefits.
Would provide more money to community colleges to set aside
for displaced or unemployed workers.

the magnitude of high density projects being built 
throughout the IBC. When on the Council, I will 
assure the concerns of businesses are addressed. 
Many companies established themselves in Irvine 
years ago and have been good partners with the 
City. We need to make sure that they will not be 
negatively impacted by the zoning mix. I will make 
sure that adequate parking is part of the high density 
mix and increased traffic has been factored into the 
big picture."

Shea: "I have opposed the foolish planning deci-
sions by our City Council majority. They have 
created near-gridlock in the IBC. Although we have 
a need for more residential housing, I have opposed 
their $60 million fees added to the already existing 
fee structure. These fees make affordable housing 
unaffordable."

Wakeham: "The master plan for the city does not 
exist in the IBC. Infill projects and piecemeal devel-
opment are not in keeping with Irvine standards. 
Typical infrastructure, schools, shopping and parks 
are not included and will likely create problems in the 
future. In addition measures to mitigate traffic have 
been insufficient to lessen or eliminate the gridlock 
on Jamboree and other major arterials." 

Young: "I approve of the city’s vision for the IBC 
because I believe the city hires competent city plan-
ners able to carry out plans for a great business 
complex and that after seeing Irvine from both sides I 
must give up my 30 year old illusions but as I alluded 
to in previous question not neglect what we already 
have in this wonderful city."

The Great Park is an expensive 
and complex project with a 
number of challenges that the 
city council will be dealing with 
for many years to come. What 
do you consider the greatest 
challenge the council will face 
relating to the Great Park and 
why?

Agran: "The greatest challenge regarding the Great 
Park is to stay focused. The Great Park Plan we’ve 
approved will enable us to design, build and operate 
the Great Park without burdening the General Fund 
and without new taxes. Yes on Measure R! Protect 
our Great Park!"

Choi: "We must manage our process and our funds 
more effectively. We are spending too much money, 
with too little to show for it. Right now, all we have 
is a balloon, some temporary restrooms and visitor’s 
center, and a 5-acre lot. All we can look forward to 
is a 27-acre park - that is not much - and it is too 
little for the hundreds of millions of dollars we will 
have spent."

Foster: "With $100 million already spent, a lot more 
needs to be expended in cleaning up the toxic land. 
Military personnel who served at El Toro even now 
won’t go there because it is still considered unsafe 
by many who were stationed there. The council is 
constantly bickering about park development and 
continually postpones getting the job done which in 

turn makes eventual development far more costly for 
the taxpayers."

Gallinger: "The most difficult challenge facing 
the Great Park development will be the continued 
management of the project and developments. The 
Park will take over 20 years to completely build, 
and partnership with many businesses, non-profits, 
and other community groups. The City must be 
responsive to these outside groups but still execute 
on the unified vision for the Park’s development. 
Maintaining this balance throughout the project life 
cycle will be the most difficult challenge."

Johnson: "The greatest challenge for the Council is 
acquiring and retaining a leadership team of optimal 
size that has both the experience and track record 
of success with projects of this magnitude. It may 
lengthen the entire process, but Irvine has all the 
time in the world to not make the wrong leadership 
decisions. If we put in place great leadership, equip 
them with a vision, and let them attack any problems 
with innovative solutions, then potential financial 
difficulties, school overcrowding, and increases in 
traffic can be mitigated."

Kang: "The City of Irvine owns 1,347 acres of park 
land, worth $249 million, and we don’t owe a penny 
on this land. We already have another $200 million 
in commitments from developers for infrastructure. 
Already, the Preview Park and the Balloon Park 
have drawn large crowds. Our greatest challenge 
is keeping The Great Park on its current track, and 
ensure our commitment to it being a self-supporting 
enterprise."

Krom: "A project of this magnitude is hard for most 
people to contemplate. When Central Park was built 
in New York, they started with a swamp. We are 
starting with a former military base complete with 
concrete runways and a complicated utility infra-
structure. The greatest challenge in my estimation is 
maintaining the political will to realize the compelling 
vision that has been set forth. I am proud of what 
has been accomplished in three short years since 
the land transferred from federal control to Lennar 
and the development agreement was signed with the 
City. We have an adopted park masterplan and with 
the launch of the Great Park balloon and introduction 
of the “Preview Park,” the plan has been activated. 
I am fully committed to the success of this historic 
project."

Merriam: "The budget will be the biggest challenge 
due to the state of the economy. Also, building the 
Great Park in a timeline fashion will also be a major 
challenge."

Rodgers: "The single greatest challenge the GP 
faces is a complete void in leadership. To meet this 
challenge there must be change at both the City 
Council and Great Park Board levels."

Shea: "The Orange County Grand Jury concluded in 
2006 that Kang, Krom and Agran betrayed the people 
of Orange County by seizing control of the Great 
Park for their own purposes. Today they use the 
Great Park as a propaganda tool for promoting their 
own re-election. Six years after Measure W, they've 
failed to build anything other than a balloon and a 
temporary park. The project's own external auditors 

recently found grave deficiencies in its development, 
warning of a "catastrophic impact" if basic flaws 
aren't corrected. It's time to stop spending millions 
of dollars on self-promoting P.R. and run the Great 
Park like a business, with professionals in charge 
and not politicians running for re-election. As Mayor, 
I will push for an audit and a thorough review of the 
project to set us back on course building the first 
metropolitan park of the 21st Century."

Wakeham: "The city council should not run the 
Great Park. As business people we know the 
numbers do not work. We were told the budget 
would be $600,000,000. Now we hear $1.6 billion. 
There have been accusations of mismanagement, 
overruns of expenditures. Today we have spent over 
$100,000,000 and we have incomplete plans, no reli-
able electricity or water. The balloon is not enough. 
This project is the biggest challenge for the city. It 
needs to be handled by capable developers and 
business people, not politicians. In addition the lack 
of a comprehensive developer agreement stands 
to threaten our schools. Over crowding and lack of 
funding are real threats to our public schools."

Young: "General public dissatisfaction with the 
expense and time frame to completion lagging 
behind residential and commercial buildings and 
advertising. I think residents are tired of looking at 
expensive pretty pictures of the park flooding our 
mailboxes."

Measure R is on the November 
ballot and is considered a ratifi-
cation of the policies that are in 
place relating to the planning of 
the Great Park. Do you support 
or oppose Measure R?

Agran: "I strongly support Measure R."

Choi: "I wholeheartedly support the Great Park, and 
I oppose Measure R. This measure will allow the 
City Council to raid the General Fund to pay for the 
Park, which we promised the voters we would never 
do. Measure R says that the General Fund “should” 
not be used; it doesn’t say that it “shall” not be used. 
The Council can use this loophole at the expense 
of our police, street and landscape maintenance, 
and other important City services. The anticipated 
infrastructure costs are enormous - some have esti-
mated them to be well above $300 million. Irvine is 
responsible for infrastructure costs over $210 million 
- where will that money come from? If Measure R 
passes, it will come from the General Fund and our 
reserves."

Foster: "I support Measure R but I would change the 
name to Irvine Great Park unless the rest of Orange 
County provides more funding for roads, the El Toro 
base cleanup and regional traffic implementations."

Gallinger: "I support Measure R. We must continue 
the progress made with the Great Park and ensure 
that the City remains in charge of the planning and 
developments. Measure R implements no taxes and 

will keep control with the City of Irvine and its resi-
dents, not the County and airport proponents."

Johnson: "I oppose Measure R as I believe it 
lacks sufficient safeguards for the General Fund 
with respect to Great Park expenditures. Without 
these safeguards, true transparency with respect to 
cost overruns and the expense to the taxpayers, is 
jeopardized."

Kang: "I support Measure R. I favor efforts to ratify 
and implement plans to design and build the Great 
Park, under the City of Irvine’s leadership. Measure 
R is about supporting the goals we’ve already 
created to make the Great Park the first great metro-
politan park of the 21st century."

Krom: "Support."

Merriam: "I support measure R as it will ensure that 
Irvine keeps control of the process to plan, design, 
build and operate the Great Park. Measure R will 
also keep the Great Park self-funded."

Rodgers: "I oppose Measure R. The Orange County 
Register best described the GP as a plaything of 
Agran. Dick Sim, a well respected former GP Board 
Member indicated that Agran was eliminating checks 
and balances, operating in secrecy and ignoring 
good business practices to ensure complete control. 
Add in multi-millions of dollars in no-bid contracts to 
political allies and it is no wonder the Orange County 
Grand Jury gave the GP Board a failing grade. What 
is needed at the GP is a complete overhaul. Team 
Irvine (Shea, Choi & Rodgers) has a ten point plan 
to get the GP on track and moving."

Shea: "Measure R is a sham. It is designed to 
hoodwink the voters into believing this is a vote for 
the Great Park. It’s a vote to reconfirm Kang, Krom 
and Agran have complete dictatorial control over the 
project, with no accountability to voters. Even worse, 
in four years its provisions expire, allowing them to 
use tax dollars to build the park. This Council majority 
overturned the approved and proposed process, to 
fully vest the corporation, in 2006. Vote No on R Stop 
playing politics with our Great Park."

Wakeham: "I oppose Measure R. I support the Park. 
I support the city’s involvement in the planning with 
the qualifications I have stated. I support a master 
plan and I support carving off small parcels that can 
be developed for the public benefit within the finan-
cial capability of the Corporation. I do not support no 
bid contracts, nor do I support an unlimited budget 
for planning. I question the value of promotions for a 
park that has not been built." 

Young: "I do support policies that are in place and 
admire the positive attitudes that investors have in 
the continuing face of the countries economic prob-
lems. My hope is that with the new global mindset 
Irvine has that we do not forget that we are a part of 
a great country"

PROPOSITION 1A 
SAFE, RELIABLE HIGH-SPEED 
PASSENGER TRAIN BOND ACT.
Chamber's Position:
This $10 billion bond would only pay for approximately 
20 percent of this new system. In today's tough economic 
times it would be unwise to further burden California 
taxpayers.

PROPOSITION 2 
STANDARDS FOR CONFINING 
FARM ANIMALS. INITIATIVE 
STATUTE.
Chamber's Position:
California has the most stringent laws for the treatment 
of farm animals in the nation. Consequently, this incurrs 
additional costs for the consumer and limits competition 
among farmers. If Prop. 2 is passed, it would decimate 
the commercial egg production industry in California 
resulting in loss of thousands of jobs and increases in 
food costs.

PROPOSITION 3 
CHILDREN'S HOSPITAL BOND 
ACT. GRANT PROGRAM. 
INITIATIVE STATUTE.
Chamber's Position:
The Irvine Chamber has always supported initiatives 
that help the health and welfare of children. However, 
Prop. 3 is poorly conceived. It does not take into account 
that in 2004 a similar bond measure was passed and 
that not all of those funds have been spent in upgrading 
children's hospitals. In addition, Prop. 3 would allow its 
funds to be used for ongoing operations, instead of capital 
improvements. 

PROPOSITION 7 
RENEWABLE ENERGY 
GENERATION. INTIATIVE 
STATUTE.
Chamber's Position:
Prop. 7 would require that utility companies meet 
unrealistic goals in providing their customers energy 
from renewable sources. For this reason, the Irvine 
Chamber has joined both business and environmental 
organizations in opposing this bill.

PROPOSITION 10 
ALTERNATIVE FUEL VEHICLES 
AND RENEWABLE ENERGY. 
BONDS. INIATIVE STATUTE.
Chamber's Position:
Prop. 10 does not allow all technologies to compete for 
taxpayer dollars. The Irvine Chamber supports  sound, 
cost effective energy policies that are market driven and 
technology or fuel neutral. Unfortunately, this measure 
does not accomplish this.

PROPOSITION 11 
REDISTRICTING. INITIATIVE 
CONSTITUTIONAL AMENDMENT 
AND STATUTE.
Chamber's Position:
Prop. 11 will allow citizens, and not the legislature, 
to create legislative districts. This will require elected 
officials to be accountable to their voters.

PROPOSITION 12
VETERANS BOND ACT OF 2008.
Chamber's Position:
Prop. 12 will allow more veterans to use Cal-Vet loans 
to purchase homes at low interest rates. This bond will 
be paid off as the Cal-Vet loans are paid off and does 
not impact the State's overall bond indebtedness.

ORANGE COUNTY MEASURE J
APPROVAL OF RETIREMENT 
SYSTEM BENEFIT INCREASES.
Chamber's Position:
By amending the County Charter to require voter 
approval of increases in retirement benefits for County 
employees and officials, this measure will help assure 
the financial soundness of the County retirement 
system.

CITY OF IRVINE MEASURE R
ORANGE COUNTY GREAT 
PARK RATIFICATION AND 
IMPLEMENTATION.
Chamber's Position:
By ratifying previous City Council-approved policies 
relating to the Great Park, this measure rigidly fixes in 
place past decisions that may well need to be modified 
in light of the recent significant economic and financial 
changes surrounding the Great Park.
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The Irvine Chamber of Commerce took "No Position" on Propositions 4, 5, 6, 8, and 9 
as well as City of Irvine's Measure S because they are not business related issues.

The Irvine Chamber of Commerce recommends the following 
positions on these business-related ballot measures:
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
